The installation method of the cable management 
cover (3) is the same as that of method 1 in step 6.

When the supporting beam stretches to over 180cm,
cable management cover (3) needs to be placed on the 
middle connecting rod.  

The supporting beam must not 
be extended beyond this hole.

First, screw the screw (B) into the supporting beam (2) with the allen key (F), 
and do not completely tighten it, snap the cable management cover (3) into the 
screw (B) on one side, and buckle the other side into the screw (B), Finally
tighten the screw (B) with the allen key (F).

Step 1: Do not tighten screws completely.

Step 2: Install the cable tray.

Adjust the distance of the 
supporting beam according 
to the actual situation.

Common Error treatment
